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Devonia Hotel, is a Victorian-era building situated
along Eastbourne’s seafront’s Royal Parade. The
building and the road on which it is located, was
constructed in 1879.

The hotel was named after the famous 19th
century ship “MS Devonia”, a British steamship that
was built in 1864 and was part of the migration and
passenger movement, taking European immigrants
from the United Kingdom to North America,
especially the United States.

The Devonia Hotel is described as a welcoming cozy
property offering free Wi-Fi and stylish, comfortable
8 rooms, that offer single, double and suite style
accommodation. Each charming ensuite bedroom
has a flat-screen Freeview TV and cozy beds. Most
rooms have picturesque sea views.
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Eastbourne town center is a short walk away. Local
attractions such as the Eastbourne Pier, the
Bandstand, Devonshire Park, the Winter Garden,
and Sovereign Harbour are all just a lovely stroll
away from the hotel, along with Princess Park.
